DATA  AGGREGATION  TOOL – TEST SCRIPTS

SCENARIO #1 – NEW HOME OFFICE MASTER TEST   (5min)

1. Setup –Create a new directory named “DesignMaster”  to house your new Home Office Master  database.  
If your are-running a script, be sure of the following: 

· The folder is completely empty

· The temp zip directory and any network transfer locations should also be empty

· The DAT.INI file is empty or deleted.

2. Run the Rep/Sync executable.

3. At ‘Initial Login’ form, select ‘Home Office Master’ as the install type.

4. When prompted for Initial Use Setup of Home Office Master DB, go ahead and click OK.

5. At the Home Office Master DB Setup Wizard, read Step 1 and click Next.

6. Next, select an existing OCS-OASIS (non-replica) database as your source at Step 2 and click Next.

7. Next, select the new directory you created (or cleaned) in Step 1 as your target DB as Step 3 and click Finish.

8. Click the Help:About menu item to verify setup.  There is text in the middle of the form.  The following items should be set:

· ‘Setup:’ should be assigned a value of ‘Server’.

· The item below is labeled ‘Database Path’, and should point to the path you chose/built.

9. Select menu item File:Exit.

10. Open the new Home Office Master database you just created from the Source ocsoasis.mdb file.  It should have the following characteristics:

· All tables to be replicated should have the little replication icon which is a yellow circle with red and blue lines.

· All tables *not* to be replicated should look normal w/no yellow circle icon.

· There should be a new table built titled ‘ReplicateActions’.  It should contain a list of every table in the database.  Tables should be flagged  by one of three types: ‘Y’, ‘N’, or ‘P’ for Yes, No, or Partial (only your ageny’s records).  These values are assigned based upon the two text files used by the DAT.exe: “Tables_NoReplication.txt,” or “Tables_PartialReplication.txt.”

SCENARIO #2 – FULL-REPLICA NETWORK AGENCY/SITE TEST   (10min)

1. Run Rep/Sync after having run Scenario #1.

2. Click “Setup New Site” button on main form.

3. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

4. At Step #2, enter the six-digit Agency ID and click Next (e.g.: ‘123456’).

5. At Step #3, use the default three-digit Site ID and click Next (e.g.: ‘001’).

6. At Step #4, use the default Synchronization Type “Network”, and click next.

7. At Step #5, use the default Replication Filter type “Full Replica” and click next.

8. At Step #6, select a network drop location where this Agency/Site full replica will exist (e.g.: C:\Temp).

9. Click Finish.

10. To verify the operation, run Windows Explore and look in the Home Office Master directory.   The following should be true:

· New directory “NET_123456_001” should be created under the HOM dir.

· Inside this new directory should also be a new database file with an identical name “NET_123456_001.DNL”.  The extension will be DNL for download meaning that the newly created file has been re-synchronized and is awaiting a one-time Transfer-OUT operation.

· The file size should be large (several megabytes depending on size of Source DB you used for a Design Master).

11. Next, click OK at the Next Step message box.  The “Download” dialog will automatically popup.

12. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

13. At Step #2, highlight the current Agency/Site you just built.

14. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

15. The system should perform a Transfer OUT operation.

16. To verify the operation, run Windows Explore and do the following: 

· Look in the Home Office Master \ NET_123456_001 directory.  Size should now be 1 KB and contents should be simple text file comment saying something to the effect that this file is just a stub.

· Look in the network drop location you selected in step 8 (e.g.: C:\Temp).  There should now be a large database file named “NET_123456_001.MDB” in this directory.  It was moved from the agency site directory under HOM.
17. Next, go into the NET_123456_001.MDB file, and change, add, or delete a record.  Make a note of the record’s primary key.

18. Next, click the “Upload” button on the main form.

19. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

20. At Step #2, highlight the current Agency/Site you just built.

21. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

22. The system should synchronize the incoming upload file located in the network full replica.

23. To verify the upload operation, go open the Home Office Master .mdb file:

· The change you made in step 16 at the child replica database should be replicated back to the home office identically.

24. Next, do the exact opposite of steps 17-23.  Go into the Home Office Master database file, and change, add, or delete a record—making sure it is a different record than used in steps 17-23.  Make a note of the record’s primary key.

25. Next, click the “Download” button on the main form.

26. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

27. At Step #2, highlight the current Agency/Site you just built.

28. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

29. The system should synchronize the outgoing download file located in the network replica.

30. To verify the download operation, go open the NET_123456_001.mdb file:

· The change you made in step 24 at the Home Office Master database should be replicated back to the agency site replica identically.

SCENARIO #3 – FULL-REPLICA STANDALONE AGENCY/SITE TEST   (30min)

1. Run Rep/Sync after having run Scenario #1.

2. Click “Setup New Site” button on main form.

3. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

4. At Step #2, enter the six-digit Agency ID and click Next (e.g.: ‘123456’).

5. At Step #3, use the default three-digit Site ID and click Next (e.g.: ‘002’).

6. At Step #4, select Synchronization Type “Standalone”, and click next.

7. At Step #5, use the default Replication Filter type “Full Replica” and click next.

8. At Step #6, select a transport drop location (zip disk) where this Agency/Site full replica will copied too (e.g.: Z:\).

9. Click Finish.

10. To verify the operation, run Windows Explore and look in the Home Office Master directory.   The following should be true:

· New directory “STA_123456_002” should be created under the HOM dir.

· Inside this new directory should also be a new database file with an identical name “STA_123456_002.DNL”.  The extension will be DNL for download meaning that the newly created file has been re-synchronized and is awaiting a Transfer-OUT operation.

· The file size should be large (several megabytes depending on size of Source DB you used for a Design Master).

11. Next, click the “Download” button on main form.

12. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

13. At Step #2, highlight the current Agency/Site you just built.

14. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

15. The system should perform a Transfer OUT operation to the zip disk.

16. To verify the operation, run Windows Explore and do the following: 

· Look in the Home Office Master \ STA_123456_002 directory.  Size should be large (several MB) and contents should Access database (rename extension temporarily to test out).  Also, file extension should be “.OUT”

· Look in the network drop location you selected in step 8 (e.g.: C:\Temp or D:\).  There should now be a large database file named “\STA_123456_002.MDB” in this directory.  It was copied over from the Agency Site directory on HOM.

17. Next, you need to trick the DAT into thinking it is a fresh install by opening up the DAT.ini file and changing the [SETUP]: DATType = ‘’ instead of ‘Server’.  Now, rerun then the application.

18. You will be prompted to choose either a “Home Office Master” (Server) or “Standalone Agency Site” (Client) install.   Click the “Standalone Agency Site” button.

19. Now, you will be sent to the Setup Client Site Wizard.  Click Next on the Intro page, Step 1.

20. At Step #2, enter your Agency ID or press Browse and look at the zip disk to select the incoming mdb file…select it to automatically grab your Agency ID and Site ID.   Click Next.

21. At Step #3, enter your Site ID and click Next.

22. Use the default OCS-OASIS database location (where your install of the OCS-OASIS app dropped its mdb) and click Finish.    NOTE:  Be sure that non-replica database here…if previous test replica is left over, then serious errors ensue.

23. To verify, look in the Client DB Path (typ. \ocsoasis\database):

· There should be a new directory titled “STA_123456_002”.  

· It should be empty.

· Take note of the size of the ocsoasis.mdb in the main database directory above.

24. Next, click OK at the next step message box to trigger the Download action which pulls in the full replica mdb from the zip disk and overwrite your existing non-replica OCS-OASIS.mdb file.

25. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

26. At Step #2, pick the .mdb file on the zip disk.

27. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

28. To verify the operation, confirm that:

· The \ocsoasis\database\ocsoasis.mdb file is now much larger since the full replica was overwritten.

· There should be a STA_123456_002 directory under the ocsoasis\database directory.
· In the STA_123456_002 directory will be a STA_123456_002.DNL file.
29. Next, go into the OCSOASIS.MDB file in the \OCSOASIS\Database directory, and change, add, or delete a record.  Make a note of the record’s primary key.

30. Next, click the “Upload” button on the main form.

31. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

32. At Step #2, point to the zip disk to make the outgoing file and click Finish.

33. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

34. The system should synchronize the outgoing upload file located in the agency/site subdirectory (STA_123456_002 dir).

35. To verify the upload operation, look for existence of  the STA_123456_002.mdb file on the zipdisk (or path)

36. Next, you need to trick the DAT into thinking it is a Server again by opening up the DAT.ini file and changing the [SETUP]: DATType = ‘’ instead of ‘Server’.  Now, rerun then the application as a Server.

37. Next, click the “Upload” button on main form.

38. At Step #1, click Next after reading the introduction.

39. At Step #2, highlight the current Agency/Site (STA_123456_002) you just used w/Client version and click Finish.

40. At Step #3, select Yes (or No) for Auto Compact prompt and click Finish.

41. The system should perform a Transfer IN operation from the zip disk; then do a synchronize operation.

42. To verify the operation, open up the Home Office Master mdb.  Look for the record you changed back at step #27.  It should be replicated back up to the Design Master precisely.

43. Next, do the exact opposite of steps 17-42.  Go into the Home Office Master database file, and change, add, or delete a record—making sure it is a different record than used in steps 17-42.  Make a note of the record’s primary key.

44. To verify the download operation, go open the ocsoasis.mdb file in the Client Main path (\ocsoasis\database\ocsoasis.mdb):

· The change you made in step 43 at the Home Office Master database should be replicated back to the agency site replica identically.

SCENARIO #3 – NON-FILTERED PARTIAL REPLICA NETWORK AGENCY/SITE TEST

Carry out Scenario #2 EXACTLY as it is written with the following changes:

7. At Step #5, use the default Replication Filter type “Non-Filtered Partial Replica” and click next.

SCENARIO #4 – FILTERED-PARTIAL REPLICA NETWORK AGENCY/SITE TEST

Carry out Scenario #2 EXACTLY as it is written with the following changes:

7. At Step #5, use the default Replication Filter type “Filtered Partial Replica” and click next.
